Family Time
Date: 19th May 2008
Sermon: Psalm 32 – guilt and shame
Key point: Jesus has washed us clean of all our sins
Activity: Pass the soap
What you need: 

· Groups of 6 – 8 people.  Get each group to decide which person is the cleanest.  They then come and collect a bin bag, bar of soap and a bowl of water.  Get the groups to stand in a circle around a bin bag with the bowl of water on top.  
· Everyone is to make their hands wet in the bowl.  The person who had the cleanest hands is to take hold of the soap first, while everyone else holds their hands out.  The person with the soap shouts someone’s name in the group and says, “(NAME) Jesus has washed you clean of all your sins.” And shoots the soap to that person.  The person who catches it then does the same to someone else in the group and so on until I shout, ‘STOP!’
· Do the talk next and then clear up.

Talk:

Jesus has washed each one of us clean of all our sins.  Did you get the message?  What Jesus are you focussing on?  Are you focussing on a Jesus who can cleanse us from some of our sins, or the real Jesus who died on the cross and rose again in order that we can know that we are clean of all our sins?  Don’t let any lies tell you any different.
Let’s ask God to set us free today from any lies which put us under guilt and shame.
