Date: 4th March 2007
Sermon: Matthew 10:1ff
Key point: Authority
Activity: Passing on the authority
What you need: 

·  Break into groups of 8 or 10 and choose someone who doesn’t mind going first and send them up to the front.

· Introduction: Today we are thinking about authority.  Normally I tell you what to do and you do it, but today I am passing on my authority to these people (point to those who have been chosen to go first).  Family times are about getting us ready to hear God’s word and to get us thinking about the theme for today so these people have my authority to get you ready.  They could make you dance, run, stretch, jump, anything as long as you are moving around.  They have my authority to do what they like.
· But when the music stops you have to freeze, and send someone else up to the front for authority.  Then I will say, “I am passing on my authority to these people now.”

Talk:

Our key verse today is Matthew 10:1, “He called his twelve disciples to him and gave them authority to drive out evil spirits and to heal every disease and sickness.”
Jesus passed His authority to His disciples to do His work, just like I did with you.  Let’s pray that we come to Jesus today to find out what He wants us to do in His power, and under His authority.
